John Stuart Mill

Lord Rosebery (Actually our wording was slightly sloppy
here, as Lord John Russell was Prime Minister for eight
months in 1865-66, a shorter period than Rosebery’s fifteen
months in 1894-95. Russell’s earlier period as PM, from 1846
to 1852, fell before our cut-off date of 1859, though that
wasn’t what we intended! In the end we accepted either
Rosebery or Russell as a correct answer.)
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
